ROME (AP) — Italy agreed Thursday to a Vatican plan to turn a 430-hectare
(1,000-acre) field north of Rome, once the source of controversy between the
two, into a vast solar farm that the Holy See hopes will generate enough
electricity to meet its needs and turn Vatican City into the world’s first. 

Italy clears Vatican plan for a 430-hectare solar farm at Santa Maria Galeria,
putting the micro-state on course to become the world’s first carbon-neutral
nation. In a move that blends spiritual stewardship with pragmatic climate
action, the Holy See has received Italian government approval to. 

Vatican City is powered by solar. On May 29, 2025, the Vatican City officially
transitioned to solar power, marking a significant shift in the European energy
landscape. The heart of this change is located at Santa Maria di Galeria, a
former Vatican Radio site that has been transformed into a solar.

Why does the Vatican have a solar system?

The Vatican’s solar shift is a culmination of a political and spiritual mission
years in the making. In 2024, the late Pope Francis issued an apostolic letter
ordering the construction of an agrivoltaic solar plant to supply the Vatican
with energy from Santa Maria di Galeria. On the same site, the new solar
infrastructure now stands. 

How will the Vatican's new energy system work?

According to the Vatican’s press office, the installation will apply the most
advanced solutions currently available, balancing clean energy generation
with the preservation of agricultural use, the region’s hydrogeological stability,
and the protection of its cultural and archaeological heritage (ZENIT News /

The Pope has given full authority to two special Commissioners to supervise
the plant’s construction, ensuring that the project is carried out efficiently and
effectively. The energy generated by this solar plant will cover all the
Vatican’s energy needs, eliminating dependence on non-renewable energy
sources.

The implementation of a solar plant not only improves the Vatican’s
environmental sustainability, but also offers economic and social benefits. By
generating its own energy, the Vatican can save on light. This is especially
relevant in a context where the price of light is a constant worry for many.

By May 29th, 2025, that vision was fulfilled, and the Vatican City became one
of the only fully solar-powered states in the world, setting a clear precedent
on how belief and sustainability can align.
