While Meath, Louth, Clare, Wexford, and Galway lead Ireland in solar adoption,
Carlow and Kilkenny rank within the top 10. Notably, Wexford is the only
county in the sunny Southeast to make the top five. Despite having some of
the highest-performing counties for solar energy, the Southeast region may
not be fully capitalizing on its potential.
